 Perform the technical functions involved in designing, assembling, installing,
repairing, maintaining, calibrating, prototyping and modifying electronic
circuitry, components and systems

« Build prototypes (models) for engineers and researchers using rough sketches
or plans

» Write software programs for microprocessors and computers

» Write specifications and detailed technical reports, prepare plans, control
schedules, estimates and budgets

* Design, develop, and test power equipment and systems, industrial process
control systems, telecommunication, broadcast recording and audiovisual
systems, microelectronic systems and circuits

Where Will You Work?

: As an electronics technologist or technician, you might find yourself working in
: factories, retail or wholesale shops, telephone companies, television stations,

i aerospace and telecommunications companies, research and testing laboratories,
: microelectronic centres or hospitals. You might work on construction sites,

i industrial sites or at radio or television stations.

: You will likely work in temperature-controlled offices, laboratories or production
i departments. Some travelling may be required when installing or servicing

: equipment. You may be required to lift equipment weighing up to 25 kg.

: Related occupations include electronics manufacturing technician, computer

i technician, x-ray technician, instrument technician, electronics drafter, electronic
i equipment service technician and avionics technician.
